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WARM UP QUESTION: Have you ever heard a very loud and scary sound? What did you think the
sound was? Was your assumption correct?

READ: Acts 2:1-12

FOCUS: God poured out the Holy Spirit so that we can testify about Jesus to the nations.

OBSERVE:

e In Acts 2, there was a loud sound that filled the house. The Holy Spirit came down upon
the believers and the crowd was amazed and perplexed. Some people mocked them
saying they were drunk.

e The sound meant that God was visiting His people in a special way by pouring out His
Spirit upon them, fulfilling the promise in Joel 2:28-32, and beginning something
powerful and transformative for the believers and all of humanity.

e God wishes to pour out His Spirit afresh on us today in a great revival. For this to occur,
we must correctly interpret the sounds we hear and be postured to receive, following the
early church by gathering together and waiting in anticipation.

e The Holy Spirit enables us to be bold and proclaim the truth of the Gospel.

DISCUSS:

e What stood out to you or what did the Holy Spirit bring to your attention from this study?

e Do you feel like you are misunderstanding or misinterpreting the sounds you are hearing
from the Lord, and even from fellow believers today?

e How do you sense the Holy Spirit is guiding you to respond to this? Do you need a fresh
outpouring of the Holy Spirit in your life today?

TAKE ACTION:

e Decide today to spend more time participating in a group where you are motivated to
pray more and experience manifestations of the Holy Spirit.
e As the Holy Spirit empowers you, commit to telling others about Jesus more than before.

PRAY: Holy Spirit, thank You for your presence in my life. | need more of You, daily. Will You
baptize me afresh today, filling me with Your power and boldness so | can share the gospel? In
Jesus Name, Amen.
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
