
WARM UP QUESTION: Have you ever been to a place that was so wonderful you wanted the
moment to last forever?

READ: Leviticus 9:22-24

FOCUS: The Lord ordained a holy priesthood so we can dwell in his glorious presence.

OBSERVE:
God spoke to Moses face-to-face, but then began teaching his people a way they could
meet with him. He ordained a holy priesthood, and established regulations and a
sacrificial system so they could be clean and holy before him.
Anyone who approached him without being clean and holy was killed.
We can never be clean and holy enough to approach our Heavenly Father appropriately,
but Jesus Christ, his Son, paved the way for our relationship with God.

DISCUSS:
What stood out to you, or what did the Holy Spirit bring to your attention?  
What life experiences, memories, thoughts, or emotions did this bring up for you? Have
you ever felt you needed to clean yourself up before meeting with God?
If you met someone who said they couldn’t give their life to Christ because they needed
to clean up first, what would you tell them?

TAKE ACTION:
In what ways do you think people try to earn God’s love? In your group, do you see
yourselves doing this from time to time?
Jesus performed as both the high priest and sacrificial offering for us. How shall we
respond? Discuss in your group new ways that our Heavenly Father has shown you to
respond to his love.

PRAY: Lord Jesus, thank you for being the high priest and perfect sacrifice that allows us to
come into the Father’s holy presence without fear. Holy Spirit, show us daily how to respond
to this sacrificial love. In Jesus’ we pray, Amen!
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
