They will maintain children’s hygiene and monitor
them for health, behavioral and emotional concerns. Additionally, they will provide them
with age-appropriate instruction. They will also work with parents to ensure that children
are learning and socializing in a God-honoring and positive way. Lastly, they will assist



with sterilizing toys and play areas, along with other duties to ensure the children are in
a safe, engaging and clean environment.
